NEXT WEEK IS WORLD KINDNESS WEEK  
The World Kindness Week initiative is a campaign celebrating students, teachers, parents and           
citizens, as a community in action. The message to our students is that it’s “Cool To Be Kind”.   
 Next week, as part of our school’s continuous anti-bullying message, our students will be involved in  
a variety of teaching and learning activities with a focus on bystander behaviour and how students  
can intervene safely to support others. 
  
Bullying is often a difficult problem that only gets worse when it is ignored. Research has demonstrated that bystanders play a 
significant role in bullying situations: 
- bystanders are present most of the time (85%); 
- most young people feel uncomfortable watching bullying, but few know what to do to stop the bullying happening; 
- bullying behaviour is reinforced where people watch but do nothing; 
- when bystanders do intervene, the bullying is more likely to stop quickly most of the time. 
 
Schools are one of the safest places for children and young people, so let’s work together to keep it that way.
